NCAA RULES 
 

An unofficial visit is a visit by a prospect to a member institution at the prospect’s own expense.  Please see 

below for commonly applicable rules about unofficial visits. Please review the unofficial visit tip sheet for all 

rules related to unofficial visits. Guests are required to adhere to all institutional policies for guests (please see 

UWM resident handbook pages 46-47).  

First Opportunity to Visit: Please review the tip-sheet for sport specific first opportunities.  

Dead Period Restriction: Unofficial visits MAY NOT occur during a sport’s recruiting dead period, unless the PSA has signed an 

NLI or financial aid agreement. 

One-Mile Radius: Unofficial visits are limited to campus and areas within a one-mile radius of campus.  

Meals: A PSA on an unofficial visit must pay the actual cost of any meals.  

Complimentary Tickets: PSAs may receive a max of three (3) comp tickets for the PSA and their guests.  

Housing/Lodging: A PSA may stay in an enrolled student-athlete’s dorm room provided the PSA pays the regular institutional 

rate. A prospect MAY NOT stay in a current student-athlete’s off-campus apartment.   

Transportation: You may provide transportation to a PSA and guests when accompanied by an institutional staff member to 

visit competition sites, other institutional facilities or to attend a home athletic contest.  

Recreation Activities: A PSA may participate in recreational activities during a visit provided the activities are not organized or 

observed by athletic department staff members and are not designed to test the PSA’s athletic ability.
